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New Ministry Partnership

In early August, Mid-Valley Fellowship embarked on an exciting new ministry
partnership.

Not only did this new space fit with the long term goals of Mid-Valley Fellowship, but it also gave an opportunity to see
in tangible terms what we desire to see in the lives of individuals who come to us for support. The space MVF is utilizing
was primarily used for storage over the last twenty years. As a result, it was in significant disrepair, and at first glance, a
space not worthy of bothering with. When the process of renovation began, the appearance of the space actually got
worse by most accounts, as elements that could
not or should not be salvaged were removed.
Once the old items were removed and cleaned
up, there was room for new work/construction
to begin. Some of the issues resolved would
never be obvious by just glancing at the space.
The transformation would have to be described.
The end result (though not 100% complete at
the moment) is something that takes the breath
away from those who saw it in its former state.
It is hard to believe that the new space ever
looked as it once did. Our desire as a ministry is
to be those people that see the potential in a
person’s life, rather than only seeing what’s im-
mediately in front of us, to have a vision of
what extraordinary things God can do in their
lives, and to walk alongside them in their
process, even as it gets messy.

We are incredibly excited about this
partnership and look forward to other
partnerships with churches and minis-
tries.
